Update to date of published results for GCSE, A level and vocational qualifications 

Yesterday, Kirsty Williams, Minister for Education, announced that results for GCSE, A level and 

vocational qualifications in Wales will be published during the week beginning 9 August, 2021, with 

AS/A level results on Tuesday 10 August and GCSE results on Thursday 12th August.  I will be 

contacting you again, regarding how these results will be shared with your child.
