Please understand that parent/carers do not have the automatic right to withdraw child(ren) from school
and therefore need to apply for leave of absence permission in advance.

Unauthorised absence may also result in a Fixed Penalty Notice (FPN) being issued. 2013 WG states,
“These procedures apply to the parents/carers of children of compulsory school age who are registered at
a maintained school, a Pupil referral unit (PRU) and those attending alternative provision. As with
prosecutions under section 444 of the Education Act 1996, a penalty notice may be issued to each
parent/carer liable for the offence or offences”. (i.e. all children absent)
